GOING TO GENERAL CONVENTION BY FR. RICHARD

Pre-Convention discussion: Sunday, June 14, 10:15-11:00
Post-Convention Report: Sunday, July 26, 10:15-11:00

On July 8 - 18, Scott Wright and | will be attending the General Convention of the Episcopal
Church in Anaheim, CA. Every three years the Episcopal Church of the U.S.A. gathers
together for worship, discussion, and political process concerning the life and mission of the
church.

The Episcopal Church is organized into three different branches: the House of Bishops, the
House of Clergy Deputies, and the House of Lay Deputies—and operates very much along the
same lines as the government of the United States, with three distinctive branches creating a
system of checks and balances. | will be going as a member of the clergy house, and Scott
Wright will be going as a member of the laity house. We will join our Bishop and three other
priests and laypersons as the delegation from the Diocese of Northern Indiana.

The General Convention of the Episcopal Church receives worldwide publicity and interest
because of its influence and historical seniority within the Anglican Communion. It is the first
of thirty-seven provinces within the Anglican communion outside of England. Of more recent
years the actions of the General Convention have stirred passionate debate and division within
and beyond the Church and culture. No Episcopal church, no matter how small or remote, has
gone untouched by the last two General Conventions (2003 & 2006). Indeed, our own parish,
in Kokomo, has been challenged in its commitment to represent the Episcopal Church's motto:
"We Welcome You!" | am proud of our parish and communion and how it has become a
spiritual home for many who otherwise would have no other church home.

Scott and | request your prayers and thoughts as we experience this historical and significant
gathering in person. The Bishop and other long-time deputies warn us the schedule is grueling
resulting in guaranteed physical, emotional, and spiritual exhaustion. Scott, in particular, has
already committed hundreds of hours in preparation for his service and experience. He has
been in on-line conversation for the past three months with many other deputies throughout
the Church, and most recently attended a gathering of Province Five (our diocese's province)
in Detroit, Michigan. Scott is taking his appointment as a deputy with great zeal and
commitment.

Another benefit of our attendance as deputies to General Convention is a closer engagement
from St. Andrew with the National Church. It has been my prayer, that in a time when many
are drawn to separate and divide from national associations and communions, that we as a
parish draw closer to our identity and mission as the Episcopal Church in Kokomo. As |
mentioned earlier, it is our distinct calling and historical obligation to be the Episcopal Church,
a place where any and all are invited to share in the communion and redemption of the Lord,
Jesus Christ. Scott and | will be hosting a pre-convention meeting on June 14 and we will be
hosting a post-convention report on July 26. It is our hope that we will not travel to Convention
as individuals, but in the full support and spiritual companionship of our parish.
